Abbreviations are shortened forms of words or expressions used to conserve time and space. The abbreviations listed herein are intended for use on engineering drawings and related engineering documents such as parts lists, releases and change notices.

ABBREVIATIONS 
Whenever it is necessary to use abbreviations, the words and terms to be abbreviated should be selected from the recommended abbreviations beginning on the following page. If an abbreviation is not found in this standard, the secondary source is the latest published edition of ASME Y14.38. Former practices are found in Appendix A.
2.1

Short Words
Generally words with four or less letters are not abbreviated. However, some commonly abbreviated short words and more commonly used derivations of short base words are included in this list. 
2.2

Base Words
Only basic word forms are generally included in the listing (see Basic Rule "e"). Exceptions include derivations, tenses or plural forms in common use or those abbreviations that differ from the basic word from. 
2.3

Plastics
Abbreviations of names of plastics are published in ISO 1043-1and ISO 1043-2. The secondary source is SAE J1344. 
2.4

Metric Terms
For the proper use of metric (SI) units see SAE TSB 003, IEEE/ASTM SI 10, ISO 1000, and ISO 2955.

BASIC RULES 
In the interest of uniformity, the use of abbreviations should be governed by the following rules: 
a. A series of consecutive abbreviations in the construction of a note or specification is to be avoided. 
b. The abbreviations shown require no periods unless they spell common English words, and in their context do not obviously represent an abbreviation, then a period should be used. 
c. The use of hyphens and dots is to be avoided. Exception to the above is the specific use of slant bars, hyphens and dots for metric terms (see 2.4). 
d. The same abbreviation for a given word should be used for all tenses, singular and plural forms and derivations of a base word, when the meaning of the derivation is clearly understood in context. 
e. Abbreviation of words with four or less letters should be avoided (see 2.1). 
f. The letters selected in the composition of abbreviations should suggest the complete word.
g. In case of doubt, the word should not be abbreviated.
